1. DESCRIBE THE WAYS IN WHICH THE PROPOSED ZONING DESIGNATION IS CONSISTENT WITH THE 
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN. 

 The ways in which the proposed zoning designation is consistent with the overall plan is that we’re looking to 
increase density capacity in order to maximize an affordable housing community. By re-zoning and 
increasing density, we will be able to offer a greater number of affordable rental units.

 The street (Trotter Street) on which this development is proposed is currently not a desirable street to 
live on. We believe that our development will breath life into this street and ultimately the Greater 
Sullivan neighborhood. The residents are behind an affordable development in order to provide housing 
to many of the individuals being pushed out of the neighborhood. Not only will it address housing needs, 
it will also increase property values.

 As mentioned there is atleast one adjacent parcel that is RM-2 and the remainder of the area is RM-1 multifamily

SIGNIFICANT ADVERSE IMPACTS ON THE PROPERTY VALUES OF SURROUNDING LANDS. 

 The current parcel on Trotter Street is a cleared lot that currently acts as a dumpsite to various individuals. 
The proposed development will add value to the surrounding properties by creating the nicest by building 
structures on the street (cottage style), improving the surrounding infrastructures, and illuminating a 
dimming lit street; adding security. This development will raise all surrounding home values.
