Special Exception Application 
City of Greenville 
 
Overview 
The Greenville Lockbox development opened in the summer of 2018.  The site was previously developed 
as a CVS Pharmacy that had closed several years prior.  The site sat vacant until this recent 
redevelopment.  Shortly after opening, the owner began renting U-Haul trucks and trailers unaware that a 
special exception was necessary.  Had he known, he would have included this request in the initial special 
exception for a self-storage use that was issued in 2016.  The existing parcel is 1.82 acres and does not 
meet the minimum of 2.0 acres as required by the zoning ordinance.  The owner has pursuing an 
agreement with the adjacent owner of the Leonard Building and Truck Accessories business to purchase 
0.18 acres of his property so that the parcel will meet the 2.0 acre minimum.  Additionally, he is pursuing a 
permanent parking agreement with Leonard for the ability to park 5 employee vehicles on their parcel to 
account for the new trucks and trailers. 
 
Application Page 3: 
 

1. Describe the ways in which the proposed Special Exception is consistent with the Comprehensive 
Plan: 

 
a. The requested special exception for truck & trailer rental is consistent with and integral to 

the operation of a self-storage facility.  The availability of these vehicles for rent will benefit 
the nearby residential communities. 

 
2. Describe the ways in which the request will comply with the standards in Section 19-4.3, Use 

Specific Standards: 
 

a. New screening will be provided along the property lines adjacent to residential zoning. The 
only residential zoned property adjacent to the site is a parcel owned by the City of 
Greenville that is part of Timmons Park.  In reality, the adjacent city property should have a 
conservation-like zoning as the parcel is undevelopable due to an existing creek, has 
steep topography and is part of Timmons Park.  The city property is heavily wooded that 
provides a natural visual buffer from any neighboring residential properties from the 
proposed truck and trailer storage areas.  The proposed location of the truck and trailer 
storage area will be along the Wade Hampton Blvd frontage.  This location is the furthest 
point of the site from the residential areas.  For this reason, and due to existing site 
constraints, it is requested that the required screening be achieved by a 6’ high wooden 
fence.  The rear of the project site drops off severely towards the creek making it extremely 
difficult to install a masonry screen wall as required by the zoning ordinance.  In addition to 
the wooden fence, evergreen canopy trees will be installed with a maximum 15' spacing. 

 
3. Describe the ways in which the request is appropriate for its location and is compatible with the 

character of existing and permitted uses of surrounding lands and will not reduce the property 
values thereof: 
 

a. The requested special exception for truck & trailer rental is appropriate for its location as it 
is along the service corridor of Wade Hampton Blvd.  The site is adjacent to the Leonard 



Building and Truck Accessories business that sells trailers and truck accessories. The 
proposed special exception for truck and trailer rental is consistent with the operation of a 
self-storage facility. 

 
4. Describe the ways in which the request will minimize adverse effects on adjacent lands including: 

visual impacts; service delivery; parking and loading; odors; noise; glare; and vibration. Describe 
the ways in which the request will not create a nuisance: 

 
a. The recently redeveloped site has added new landscaping to improve the screening from 

the adjacent parcels. New screening will be installed along the property line adjacent to 
residential zoning to minimize visual impacts.  The requested special exception will not 
have adverse effects on adjacent lands.
